The rugby season in Saskatchewan runs from May to October, coinciding with Beach Volleyball and Touch
Football being run at the same facility. During this six month period, the Rugby Club is bustling. Generally, there
are 100 — 200 people at the Rugby Park for a majority of evenings during the week. Accordingly, not including
major games or tournaments events, 20,000 — 25,000 participants/spectators are expected to enjoy sport at the
Rugby Park this year. There are also a number of special events that will attract large crowds to the Rugby Park
for specific games or events.
